-    Books: Textual or edited quotations are documented and indicated by sequential numbers at the end of the research as follows:
The full name of the author and the date of his death, in the Hijri and Gregorian calendar, in parentheses followed by a comma, then the name of the book (printed in bold font) followed by a comma, then the name of the investigator or translator, if any, followed by a comma, then the place of publication followed by a comma, then the name of the publisher followed by a comma, then the date of publication with Statement of the edition in parentheses, then the part number, if any, followed by a comma, then the page number. Example:
Muhammad bin Abdul Karim al-Shahristani (died 548 AH/1153 AD), Mills and Bees, edited by: Amir Ali Muhanna and Ali Hassan Faour, Beirut, Dar al-Ma’rifa, 1998 AD, (7th ed.), vol. 1, p. 118. -    Scientific periodicals: documentation is done as follows:
	The full name of the author of the research followed by a comma, then the title of the research followed by a comma, then the name of the periodical (printed in bold font) and the place of its publication followed by a comma, then the volume number and issue number followed by a comma, then the date of the issue followed by a comma, then the page number. Example: Azmi Taha Al-Sayyid Ahmad, The Scientific and Moral Purposes of the Meanings of the Beautiful Names of God according to Al-Ghazali, Al-Manara Journal for Research and Studies, Al-Bayt University, Volume (10), Issue (1), 1994 AD, p. 45.
-    Manuscripts: Documentation is done as follows:
The full name of the author followed by a comma, then the full title of the manuscript (printed in bold font) followed by a comma, then the manuscript number followed by a comma, then the location of the manuscript, then the page (or sheet) number, indicating the front or back from which the quotation is taken using the symbols (and) and (Z) in a row.
Example: Ibn Hajar al-Asqalani (died 852 AH/1449 AD), Dhayl al-Durar al-Kamin, manuscript No. 649, Timurid Library, folio 54 (one side), (Font Type Time New Roman, Font Size: 10, Line sales must be at least 14 pips) (Can be copied And paste the formatting).

The list of references at the end of the research is arranged in alphabetical order (font type Time New Roman, Font Size: 10).

The list of references must include the following:
-    Romanization of the reference list, as in the following example:
